• Assist in the administrative and financial tasks within EU projects;  

• Support the acquisition and creation of new EU projects.

• Experience in working in multi-disciplinary or international project teams;  

• Good oral and written communication skills;  

• Very good knowledge of English, both orally and in writing;  

• You can work independently and manage multiple tasks;
